EDUCATIONAL POSTERS

-Poster judging at the King County Fair is the responsibility of each Project
Superintendent
-Scorecard C0679 will be used. Posters will be judged against a standard as defined on
the :
scorecard, not in competition with other posters.
-Judging should be done by more than one person, one of which 1s not a member of the
project.
-Judges should be volunteers vs. paid.
-Posters submitted for judging at the King County Fair must have:
-An appropriate and properly completed entry tag securely attached to the poster
with exhibitor’s name concealed
-Entry tags will be provided
-The back of each poster must have:
-Exhibitor’s name*
-Exhibitor’s club -
-Exhibitor’s county and county number (King County is 17)*
-Posters earning blue ribbons must have a “Blue Ribbon Winner at King County Fair”
label on back* before poster is displayed.
-To be eligible for a blue nbbon at King County Fair:
-Poster must meet all requirements on Scorecard
-Posters must not have any spelling errors™
-Posters must be readable from a distance of 10 feet*
-Posters must not make a statement with no information to explain the statement
ie. “Wear your helmet” “Don’t feed your dog chocolate” “Eat fruits and
vegetables™
-To receive Clover Points (paid on one poster only) posters will:
-be judged and on display no later than fair opening on each day a project, or division
of a project, exhibits at the fair and remain on display for the duration of that exhibit
-have a placing sticker on the entry tag during entire time poster is on exhibit at fair
-Superintendents will be provided with extras in case one is accidentally removed.
-One King County Fair blue ritbbon poster per exhibitor may be taken to State Fair for
judging
-Each Superintendent will be provided with the following:
-Labels for the back of blue ribbon posters so they will be accepted at State Fair for
judging
-Information about how to judge 4-H Education Posters for judges to use
-Blue, Red and White placing stickers
